Parking options for worship and events at St. George’s
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1. St. Geofge’s has a 13-space lot at 915 N. Oakland St. arrldr
an 18-space lot at Oakland and 9th Streets.

2. Tower Villas, the condominium high-rise across Oakland
Street from St. George’s, has 24 spaces that are available all
day Sunday; check signs for availability on weekday
evenings and Saturdays.

3. Please do not park in the 17-space lot at the southwest
corner of Oakland and 9th Streets unless you have a
special pass to do so, as it is now a pay-for-parking
business; you will be towed.

4. There are 10 spaces along the north side of North Ninth
Street and __ spaces on its south side available for use on
the weekends and on weeknights after 7:00 PM.

5. Bank of America, at the corner of Fairfax and Nelson,
makes 8 spaces available weekday evenings after 7 PM, on
Saturdays after 1 PM, and on Sundays. Please do not park
near the bank’s ATM, which is in use 24 hours a day. A
special pass (available at the church) is required or you will
be towed.

6. The small médical building lot is available Weekdays afrterr 7
PM and on weekends.

7. Arlington’s main library has a parking lot—accessed from
10th Street—that is available when the library is not open,
on: Friday and Saturday nights and Sundays until noon.

8. There are five parking spaces on 10th Street available on
Sundays.

9. Georgetown Medical Center at Ballston, which is entered
off 10th Street, makes 50 spaces available on Saturdays
from 8 AM to 2 PM, on Sundays from 7 AM to 7 PM,
and on weekday evenings from 7:30 to 9 PM. Please do
not park nearest the medical center entrance.

10. The Arlington Funeral Home makes 15-20 spaces at
the rear of its lot available on Sundays from 8 AM to 4
PM and on Tuesday and Thursday evenings from 6:30 to
9:30 PM. You must display a St. George’s parking pass on
your front dash (available at the church); towing »/// occur
after 10 PM.
